The Office of Judicial Administration will submit your fingerprints and receive the report on your criminal history investigation.  Applicants determined ineligible to serve as volunteers based on their criminal history background investigation will have the opportunity to verify their identity with the Office of Judicial Administration and to appeal this determination with the Chief Judge of the Judicial District or his or her designee.  Applicants who do not provide Releases of Information for appropriate law enforcement background checks will not be approved to serve as a CASA or CRB volunteer.  Applicants who do not provide fingerprints for criminal history background checks will not be approved to serve as CASA or CRB volunteers.  

I am aware of the confidential nature of all court records, social service records, school records, and therapists’ records, as well as the procedures of those institutions and organizations.  I pledge that I will hold in confidence all personal and official matters that may come to my attention while performing my duties as a CASA volunteer. 

I understand that volunteers are selected based on their individual ability to meet the responsibilities of the CASA Program.  I also understand that because of the confidential nature of the screening process, this agency is not obligated to disclose to me reasons or sources for any decision concerning my acceptance or non-acceptance into the program.  Furthermore, I understand that the agency has to consider the best interest of the children first when matching them with a CASA.  Thus, I understand that (1) CASA of Johnson & Wyandotte Counties is not obligated to assign, or to actively seek to assign to me a child, and (2) I am not obligated, if called upon, to perform volunteer services herein applied for.  No individual will be rejected because of culture, disability, ethnicity, gender, marital status, national origin, race, sexual orientation, or other limitations, for persons over the age of 21, expressly willing and able to serve.
